a. Add an Units on Hand Value calculated field  (=[Units on Hand] * [Price])
b. Both the Item Class Code and Warehouse Number are Combo Boxes

i. The Item Class Combo box should include Class code and Description

ii. Warehouse numbers can be 1, 2, or 3

c. Set the Appropriate Row source for these Combo Boxes

d. Create the following validation rules for the Product table

i. Product description field is required

ii. Product number will be converted to upper case

e. Be sure proper formatting of numbers and text (i.e. currency, alignment)
f. Set the Tab order 

g. Lock Units on Hand Value so the user can not change it

h. The field length and sizes and locations should be close to those appearing in the diagram.

i. Add a coloured box as show with the Special effect, drop shadow

j. Add the Title to form Header, you decide the font and point size

k. Add a Footer text  with “your name Warehouses” , you decide the font and point size

l. Add a Fill/Back colour to the form
