Shot Practice Exercise 2
· Use a tripod for ALL shots
· You may need several takes for each part

Step 1 Production
Part A  (outside)

1. Wide shoot of vehicles driving in front of the school

2. Pan to the school sign

3. Close up of the school sign showing only the time and temperature

4. Zoom out and tilt to show the full school sign school 

5. Zoom & pan out to show the commons windows behind the sign

6. Pan to show the front entrance of the school

7. Tilt and zoom to show the school name above the front entrance.

Part B  (inside commons)

1. Shot  looking outside to street

2. Pan to the school sign

3. Pan to inside of commons

4. Zoom in to close up of  someone or something  at a table in the commons

5. Zoom out to wide shot

Part C (Trophy Case Outside Gym)
1. ECU up of one item in the case

2. Zoom  to CU of same item

3. Pan across several items (no tilt)

4. Zoom out to show all items panned

5. Zoom out to show all of trophy case

6. Pan and zoom to show location of trophy case 

Part D   (computer classroom)  You will need a partner for this one
1. Establishment shot
2. Over the shoulder shot of someone working at a computer
3. Close up of screen

4. Close up of hands typing on keyboard

5. Close up of screen showing typing

6. Close up of hand moving, mouse

7. Close up of screen showing mouse activity

Step 2    Post Production
· Upload your footage to the computer

· Edit the footage as required, include only one take for each part

· Parts A, B, C  should look like one continuous shot when finished editing

· Add titles to the beginning and credits at the end

· Add titles/overlays for each part indicating the type of shot
· Part D will require more editing , so it looks like a sequence 

Include appropriate transitions

· Include your personal production logo
· You will be marked on the quality and smoothness of each part as well as completed requirements
